Legend Has It…

The time was 1888, and South Dakota was still a territory.  Gary had been the Deuel County seat for nine years and was going strong.  A colorful fight had been brewing for years between Gary and Clear Lake over who should have the courthouse.  One fella, intending to prove that Clear Lake would be a better site for the courthouse, placed a stake in the geographical center of Deuel County, of course, in the heart of Clear Lake.
In the dark of the night, some Garyites went over and pulled it up.  Legend has it that the conflict was settled in 1895 when some cowboys brought their horses and wagons to Gary, and under the light of the moon, 
moved the courthouse records to Clear Lake.
But, not to be outdone, they banded together and talked the State of South Dakota into establishing the very first 
SD School for the Blind in Gary, SD.
They were ready and open for business in 1900.
The original wood building was replaced by a brick structure and has since gone through many adaptations.
It became known as “the Admin” building, and housed offices, classrooms and sleeping quarters for the staff.
The Rock Room Bar & Grill is located where the old kitchen and dining room once operated.  In 1960, calamity struck again.  The State moved the Blind School to Aberdeen where it is still operating.  At least they stole it in the daylight.

In 2008, the school was rescued and brought back to life by Joe and Tina Kolbach.
